___Kangaroos are common to the country of Australia. The smaller species are found in Australia and New Guinea. 





Body Part: hind legs     





 Function: Kangaroos have large, powerful hind legs, large feet adapted for leaping. The comfortable hopping speed for a red kangaroo is about 20–25 km/h (13–16 mph), but speeds of up to 70 km/h (44 mph) can be attained over short distances.
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
